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Archetypes in The Odyssey
Partner Presentation Project
Overview: Working with a partner of your choice, you will be defining, explaining, and contextualizing a major archetypal character, setting, or object. By comparing and contrasting the role of your archetype in The Odyssey with contemporary examples, you will identify and analyze the similarities and differences between how these archetypes were portrayed in the past and how they are currently represented in twenty-first century culture. Your research, explanations, connections, and examples will be assembled into a Prezi, PowerPoint, or Glogster presentation and taught to the class. 

I. Topic: Each presentation will cover ONE of the following common archetypes:
II. Content: In your presentation, be sure to respond to each of the following requirements and be 6-10 minutes:

a. Definition: What are the most important characteristics of your archetype? (Personality traits, abilities, societal roles, circumstance, etc.). Explain how these characteristics surface in The Odyssey. USE AT LEAST THREE QUOTATIONS in your presentation that are directly related to or reference your archetype.

b. Significance: What is the overall role of your archetype in The Odyssey? Does he/she/it successfully fulfill his/her/its role? (protagonist, antagonist, minor character, dynamic character, primary setting, brief pit stop, coveted possession, symbol, etc.)

c. Foundational Example: What is another example in which your archetype appears in ancient (or “old-timey”) literature? (Greek mythology, Roman mythology, Grimm’s Fairy Tales, The Bible, folktales from essentially any culture, etc.)

d. Modern Examples: What are 2 EXAMPLES in which your archetype appears in contemporary media or culture? (Movies, books, popular songs, television shows, music, current events, etc.) PROVIDE AT LEAST 2-3 REASONS describing how your modern example relates to the role your archetype plays in The Odyssey.

e. Perception: From your study of ancient literature and your exploration of popular culture, do you believe the perception (social role, social purpose, social value) has changed over time? Why or why not?

III. Citations: At the end of your presentation, include a slide or section of your visual containing a list of the URLs you used (ex. https://www.google.com/). I will not expect you to turn in complete MLA citations, because we have not learned this yet. However, I do expect you to keep track of the websites you use in your presentation.
IV. Submitting Your Project: Access to your project visual (Power Point file, Prezi link, Flashdrive transfer, etc.) must be submitted to Ms. McGlynn BEFORE 7:15am ON THE DAY OF YOUR PRESENTATION. FAILING TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN YOUR PROJECT BEING CONSIDERED LATE AND WILL RESULT IN A 10% PENALTY.
V. Grading: You will be graded based on the rubric on the back of this sheet. There are elements that may figure into your grade that may not be listed on the rubric. Due to the fluid and unpredictable nature of oral presentations, not all possible elements that affect a grade are identifiable in advance. Additions and/or detractions to/from your grade will be noted on the grade sheet. This assignment will count as a project grade.
